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Pastor’s Update
Dear Parishioners,

As our investigations into the presbytery at St
Michael’s have progressed, it has become
increasingly clear that the parish is dealing not with
minor repairs, but with the consequences of many
years of deferred maintenance. The work now
required will be substantial. At the same time, this is
not a project that can simply be rushed. Responsible
stewardship demands that we proceed carefully, with
proper advice and sound planning.
Over recent months, the parish has continued to
move forward in this process. Professional input has
helped clarify the extent of the restoration required,
and planning has advanced sufficiently for us to
understand that both structural repair and significant
functional renewal will be needed. The goal is not
merely to patch the building, but to restore it so that it
can properly serve its intended purpose as suitable
accommodation for the priests who serve our parish.
As this work develops, the parish must also continue
to meet its normal responsibilities. Our ordinary
pastoral, liturgical, and financial obligations remain.
For that reason, the question before us is not simply
how to repair a building, but how to do so in a way
that is responsible, sustainable, and mindful of the
wider mission of the parish.
I will continue to keep you informed as this planning
develops further.
